GENERAL RULES & CONDITIONS FOR COMPETITORS

COMPETITORS: These competitions are open to amateurs whose regular income is not derived
mainly from the exercise of his or her talents in the particular section in which he or she is
competing. The competition fee MUST accompany the entry form.

NOVICE CLASSES: Entrants who have never won first prize as a solo competitor in previous
competitions (including those organized by other societies) are considered eligible to compete in
novice classes.

AGE LIMIT: A competitor’s age is reckoned as at the first day of the Competitions of the current
year, with the exception of singers in the senior section (16-18) where singers who are aged 18
and still attending secondary school may compete. Each competitor, when called on to do so,
must satisfy the Committee of his or her age, or be disqualified. Competitors may not compete in
classes other than their age group except in Vocal Duet and Ensemble Classes, where competitors
must perform in the age group of the oldest competitor.

CUPS AND TROPHIES: Must be returned clean and in a presentable condition to Judith Borick
at 68 Drivers Road, Maori Hill, Dunedin by Friday 10" July 2026. Failure to do so will incur a fine
of $10.00 per trophy. All trophy winners are responsible for the engraving of their names. Trophies
are held for one year.

TIES. If two competitors tie for first place, the prize money for first and second shall be combined
and divided equally.

PRIZES. In addition to monetary prizes and trophies where specified, certificates will be issued for
1st, 2nd and 3rd places.

ORDER OF APPEARANCE. Competitors’ names appear in the programme in the order in which
they will be called upon to perform. All competitors must be in attendance 15 minutes before the
class commences.

PROTEST. Any competitor desiring to protest must do so in writing, setting out the grounds, and
lodging it with the Secretary together with $10.00 as a guarantee of bona fide. Should the
committee, after investigation, deem the protest to be frivolous or unfounded, the deposit will be
forfeited. No protest will be considered unless lodged within 24 hours after the results have been
announced. No protest can be made against any decision of the adjudicator.

ADJUDICATOR: No competitor, singing teacher or interested party, other than the committee, shall
have contact with the adjudicator during classes.

REPEATS: No item performed in one class may be performed in another.

PROMPTING: No prompting shall be given during the performance, except at the Adjudicator’s
discretion.
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MUSIC: Must be available for the adjudicator at least 16 minutes before the commencement of the
class. It must be handed in at the Music Table, and be clearly marked with the class number,
competitor’s name and competitor number.

MUSIC COPIES: Competitors must supply two copies of the music, one for the adjudicator and one
for the accompanist. Both copies must be in the same key.

REPETITION OF PERFORMANCE: No competitor, having won first prize with an item at any
previous Dunedin Performing Arts Competitions Society’s Festival, shall present this item again.

TIME LIMIT: Contestants are encouraged to observe a time limit of three minutes for all own
choice items, except in sections where a time limit is specified in the syllabus

SUBDIVIDING: The committee reserves the right to subdivide classes after entries have been
received, should class numbers exceed reasonable limits.

SPECIAL PRIZES: Special prizes will not be awarded if fewer than three competitors perform,
except at the discretion of the Adjudicator. The Adjudicator has the right to withhold prizes if a
suitable standard is not attained.

DRESS: It is expected that all performers will be dressed in a manner suitable for their performance.
REPORTS: Report sheets will be available from the secretary’s table at the end of each session.
NO ENTRIES will be accepted from students taught by the Adjudicator in this and the previous year.

BACKING TRACKS - keyboard backing tracks (without vocals) maybe used in all sections except
class 256 Regent Theatre Award. Orchestral backing tracks may be used in the following classes:
Popular songs 12-18 years; Song in Character 12-18 years; Class 257 Marsh Family Musical
Theatre Recital Award: and Class 258 (a), (b), and (c) Cleveland Charitable Foundation
Contemporary Award. If using a backing track they must be emailed to Cathy Highton-Sim —
dpacs.juniorvocal@gmail.com by Sunday 12" July 2026. Please name each track with the
contestants section number, order of appearance and name. You will receive an email reply from
Cathy by Tuesday 14" July to confirm the number of tracks she has received from you.

AMPLIFICATION is not permitted in any section.

REGULATION REGARDING PHOTOCOPYING: Please note — The original printed music must
always be available either for the adjudicator or for the performer. Failure to comply with this
regulation may result in disqualification.

PROGRAMME: The programme, which is the only timetable, will be emailed to competitors before
the competitions and hard copies will be issued at the competitions.

RECORDING PERFORMANCES: Anyone wishing to video or record a competitor’s performance
must first obtain the permission of the Convenor.

Entry to these competitions is deemed to signify acceptance of these conditions.

ACCOMPANISTS: The Cleveland Charitable Trust is again offering to assist in paying
accompanist’s fees. This is only available to performers living in Otago and Southland. If an
accompanist is required, please contact the convenor, Cathy Highton-Sim, who will be happy to look
into a pianist for you.
